   Hundreds of Denver Teens Gear Up for Teen-Life Expert’s “Mad Skills” Tour 

Bullies, dating and “Slurpee Facials” may not be the average adults idea of a great T.V. show. For the average teen, however, Fox’s “Glee” resonates with the daily drama Denver students face everyday at school. From bullies and fights to dating and teen-pregnancy a student’s success may not depend so much on academics as it does on social survival. Nationally renowned teen-life expert and author Patrick Perez will present his energetic “Mad Skills for Student Success” program this week at several area schools.

 Patrick’s mission is to empower youth to create better futures by making better choices. By combining pop culture music with dance and student interaction Patrick is able to present character enrichment principles in a style that students can relate to. Based out of Austin, TX Perez speaks to students in schools and conferences across the country on issues dealing with choices, drug prevention and peer influences. His teen-themed book “Mad Skills for Student Success” is one more way he is equipping teens to dominate the daily drama they may encounter.  
Perez says, “My programs, book and YouTube channel are my attempt to give students the skills they want and the advice they need. What many parents don’t realize is that no matter how ‘precious’ or ‘amazing’ their teen may be, there is a myriad of issues they [teens] face on and off campus that may go unnoticed. Just because a teenager does not have to worry about mortgage payments or health insurance costs they are still faced with difficult issues that can drastically impact their lives. I would even say that just as important as academics is the fact that drugs, dating, social status and bullying all play huge factors in a student’s success.”
"As a professional school social worker, it is a relief knowing people like Patrick still exist and believe in a better future for our youth, " says Claudia Andrade, a Texas-based migrant program educator. Most recently the Army National Guard Family and Youth Programs picked up his program for both their 2010 National Conference and several 2011 state conferences.
